Faces of Justice - in which Georgia Superior Court Judges talk candidly about their duties and the court 

programs they are creating. 

 Lawyer and judge volunteers also will conduct classes and programs on this yearôs Law Day theme in 

area elementary, middle and high schools, neighborhood groups and civic clubs.
